CRIMINAL PROCEDURE

Criminal procedure is the process by which criminals are charged, tried, and
sentenced. It is an important part of the criminal justice system. There are many steps in the
criminal procedure. First, a crime is committed. The police investigate the crime and gather
evidence. If they think they have enough evidence, they arrest the suspect. Then, the suspect
is booked. This means that the police take the suspect's fingerprints and photograph. They
also read the suspect his or her rights. After the suspect is booked, there may be a bail
hearing. If the suspect is not released, he or she waits in jail. The next step is the
arraignment. At the arraignment, the suspect is told what the charges are. If the suspect
pleads not guilty, there will be a trial.

There
are different types of court order. Injunction is a court order that tells someone to stop doing
something.

TYPES OF COURTS

In some countries, the legal system is divided into two parts: criminal law and civil law.
Criminal law deals with crimes like murder and blackmail. Civil law deals with things like
marriage, contracts, and accidents where someone gets hurt. A case can start in a
magistrates' court. If the crime is serious, the case goes to the Crown Court. There are
twelve jurors and a judge. If you want to get married, buy a house, or make a will, you go to
a local civil court. If you have an accident and you want money, you go to a High Court.
The judge decides how much money you get. In some countries, there are special courts for
children and young people. These are youth courts. In other countries, they go to the same
courts as adults. Some countries have military courts for soldiers and sailors.

CRIMINAL PROCEDURE

Criminal procedure is the process by which criminals are charged, tried, and
sentenced. It is an important part of the criminal justice system. There are many steps in the
criminal procedure. First, a crime is committed. The police investigate the crime and gather
evidence. If they think they have enough evidence, they arrest the suspect. Then, the
suspect is booked. This means that the police take the suspect's fingerprints and photograph
and read the suspect his rights. After the suspect is booked, there may be a bail hearing. If
the suspect is not released, he or she waits in jail. The next step is the arraignment. At the
arraignment, the suspect is told what the charges are. If the suspect pleads not guilty, there
will be a trial. If the suspect is found guilty, a sentencing hearing takes place.

There
are different types of court order. Injunction is a court order that tells someone to stop doing
something.

TYPES OF COURTS

In some countries, the legal system is divided into two parts: criminal law and civil law.
Criminal law deals with crimes like murder and blackmail. Civil law deals with things like
marriage, contracts, and accidents where someone gets hurt. A case can start in a
magistrates' court. If the crime is serious, the case goes to the Crown Court. There are
twelve jurors and a judge. If you want to get married, buy a house, or make a will, you go
to a local civil court.
